When you are not performing on stage, you are to sit with your ensemble quietly and listen to the others.  Applaud when appropriate.  Stay seated.
Everyone-

*Beginning one hour prior to concert time, please only performing students permitted in the backstage area (band/choir hallway area).  
*Seats will be reserved for performers near the front and sides of the house.

*Once the concert begins, please quietly and respectfully enjoy each group and show your support with applause.

Please, NO food or drink in the auditorium.


Please, NO cell phones.


Please, NO flash photography.      

*Please make any necessary entrances/exits between songs to avoid noise and distraction during the performance.

All students will sit in their assigned areas when they are not on stage.  This keeps things simple and allows the students to hear each other perform.  We will have short breaks between groups only long enough to change personnel on stage, and try to keep things moving.  Parents, please make a plan to meet your child at the end of the concert.  
Above all, we are very proud of the hard work that goes into putting on a program for an audience and hope it is an enjoyable experience for everyone.  Happy Holidays!
